scales. Sighteading in the area
of performance concentration
will also be required. O1site
auditions are preferred.

2. A theory placement exam.

Ear Training/Tonal Memory
exam.

3. A piano placement exam.

4. A short personal essay
describing what aspirations the
student has in pursuing a career
in music.

5. Recommendation from three (3)
music professionals.

Based on an audition in the chosen
area,a student may:

1. Be given full acceptance into
the music major curriculum.

2. Be accepted on a conditional
status for a period of one

semester, at which time they
must reaudition during the
semester jury exam.

3. Be advised to pursue another
area of study or @ssibly to
minor in music.

Other Considerations
I ncoming students who do not
complete the music audition process
may enroll in music courses for one
semester. At the conclusion of that
semester, the student must apply to
complete the music audition process as
outlined above.
